
Dog Safety
Â Frightened dogs will bite out of fear: 

Â Stay away from a dog that looks frightened or angry.

Â Do not approach or pet a dog that is chained or alone.

Â Do not yell or sneak up behind a dog.  

Â Do not disturb a dog thatõs sleeping, eating, or caring 
for puppies.

Â Avoid running past a dog.

Â Never pet or approach a strange dog. 

Â Stay calm and quiet around new animals.

Â Respect a dogõs territorial instincts:  

Â Never grab anything away
from a dog.  

Â Dogs are protective of their owner,
yard, and house.  



Dog Safety

Â Teach children to play gently with a dog.  

Â Never leave children alone with a dog.

Â Ask permission before handling someone 
elseõs dog. If you receive permission

Â let the dog come to you,

Â speak quietly, 

Â let him sniff the back of
your hand to get to
know you, and

Â stroke him under the chin.
